You are aware that this year, in class X, in Science and in Social Science,
question papers have been divided into different sections as per the given
details with a view to improve the quality of evaluation:

Science:-

Question paper has been divided into three (03) sections i.e. Section A,
Section-B and Section-C. Section-A is Biology, Section-B is Chemistry and
Section C is Physics.

Social Science:-

Similarly, in case of Social Science, the question paper has been divided
into four (04) sections i.e. Section-A, Section-B, Section-C and Section-D.
Section- A 1s History, Section-B is Geography, Section-C is Political Science
and Section-D is Economics.

Important instructions to be communicated to the students appearing
in Class X, Board examinations has already been mentioned in CBSE
circular dated 09.12.2025 (available on website). It is further clarified
that that students can attempt the sections in any order of their
choice, such as B-A-C or C-B-A provided that the answer of the
questions are to be written only within the space identified for the
concerned section only.
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Students are to attempt all questions of a particular section only in
that particular section and not in any other section as such answers
written in any other section will not be evaluated. Hence, students are
directed to leave ample space while moving to another section of the

question paper.
